En el arte de Pau se ve una perspectiva diferente, el tiempo
existe, se aprecia una sociedad y lo urbano es criticado. No es
imaginario sino una realidad oscura. Ambos mundos muestran
la presencia de colores oscuros como el marron, sin embargo,
la misma paleta se experimenta de formas distintas segun la
manera que experimentamos otros aspectos.

Una tierra adentro



Un noumeno y un fenémeno.

Podemos decir que en el mundo de Emily vemos aquello que
realmente es, detras de la experiencia humana, eso es el
noumeno. Esto es porque ella expresa lo que siente, y el arte es
un reflejo de su propia realidad, luego nosotros lo apreciamos
en su trabajo, lo que vemos es el medio entre nosotros como
espectadores y ella como artista. Nosotros somos fendmeno
mientras que el arte es noumeno.

Apreciamos lo magico, colores planos rotos por lineas rojas y
finas que crean imagenes y seres, lo que este reflejo indirecto
de la experiencia de Emily revela, es su subconsciente. Es casi
COMO una energia, que se puede ver. Pensamientos que son
ilegibles, no podemos leer lo que ella siente, pero se nos
comunica.

Lineas rojas, que también rompen el fondo en el trabajo de Pau,
sin embargo, de manera muy distinta. Rojo es dolor, lineas y
color rojo en los ojos de estos seres. El color rojo, en este caso,
es utilizado con una finalidad critica.
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El arte de Pau nos muestra una critica de la sociedad humana,
de la guerra, de la realidad. La mirada, roja y dolorosa de estos
seres revela que estamos viendo la realidad desde una lente
critica porque es una critica del fendbmeno, aquello que
semuestra, guerra. La “realidad” (como nosotros la vivimos) es
dolorosa.

Esta realidad fendbmeno que Pau presenta en su trabajo es lo
que vivimos, las masas, el humano que vive en sociedad, el
humano que consume, el humano que destruye y hace guerra,
luego siente dolor.

Lo opuesto se ve en el individuo, que imagina, tal vez asi
deberia de ser, ¢tal vez es asi como es en realidad?
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Ambos mundos presentan perspectivas diferentes. En el
mundo de Emily vemos dentro de su arte, porque apreciamos el
subconsciente y necesitamos entrar en la mente, es por ello por
lo que no nos situamos en un espacio-tiempo concreto. Por ello
vivimos el noumeno, lo magico desde el interior. Nada nos
impide experimentar las cosas como realmente son.

El mundo de Pau, sin embargo, es apreciado desde lo externo,
porqgue es critico. Debemos comprender la realidad entera para
luego juzgarla, ademas, experimentamos tiempos de guerra y
miseria que si son situados en un espacio-tiempo concreto.
Esto es lo que lo hace fendmeno, porque lo vivimos a través del
espacio-tiempo. Es esperanza, una triste realidad que realmente
puede no ser tan triste.

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From an individual surrealism of imaginary and fantastic
characters to a surrealism that is set in the real world but still is

seen as distorted.

In Emily’s art we see a journey of light colours, feelings and
experiences that emerge. We do not set these characters in a
specific spatial-time frame. They are emerging within art.

A different perspective is seen in Pau’s work, time exists, society
is seen and the urban is critiqued. It is not imaginary it is a dark
reality. Both worlds show the presence of darker colours, like
dark brown, however, the same palette is experienced in
different forms by what we experience through the other
aspects in the art of both.

A Noumena and a Phenomena.

Could we say that in Emily’s world we see what is truly real
behind human experience, that is the noumena. This is because
she expresses what she feels, art is a reflection of her own
reality and we appreciate this through her art, what we see is
the mean between us and her. We are phenomena, the art is a
noumena.

We appreciate magical, plain colours broken by thin lines that
create images and beings, what this indirect reflection of
Emily’s experience reveals, is her subconscious. It is almost like
an energy, that can be visualised. Thoughts are not legible we
cannot read what she feels but it is being communicated to us.
Red lines, that also break the background in Pau’s work,
however, in a very different form.

Red is pain, red lines and red colour in the eyes of these
characters. Red is critical.

Pau’s art shows a critique of human society, a critique of war, of
reality. The painful, red gaze from these characters signify that
we are seeing reality through critical lenses because it is a
critique of the phenomena, that which appears to us, war.
Reality (as we experience it) is painful.

The phenomenal reality that is presented in Pau’s work is what
we experience, the masses, the human who lives in society, the
human who consumes, the human who damages and makes

war, then feels pain.

The opposite is the individual, who imagines, maybe this is how
it must be, maybe this is how it is really?

Both works present different perspectives. In Emily’s world we
are inside her art, this is because we must appreciate the
subconscious and we must go inside the mind and hence, we
do not set ourselves in a specific time or space. This is what
allows us to experience the noumena, the magical from the
inside. Nothing stops us from experiencing things as they are.
Pau’s world however, is appreciated from the external, because
it is critical. We must grasp the whole reality in order to judge it,
furthermore, we experience times of war and misery we are also
set in a space. This is what makes it phenomena, because we
experience it through space and time. It is hopeful, a sad reality
may truly not be so sad.

Emily Wilcock




Wilcock’'s work vibrates with unbridled zeal anxiety and
playfulness, emerging from her subconscious. Her charged
psychological portraits are frozen in a state of becoming with
imagined characters, rendered in vibrant oil and acrylic paint, often
pinned to the canvas with needle and black thread. These tangled
figures morph into one another or transform into a bodily
metropolis of churning gears, trembling satellites and soaring
skyscrapers. Working intuitively, Wilcock gently captures her
various idiosyncratic characters as they spin into unreachable and
unrecognisable dystopian worlds.

An Australian expat who moved to London when she was twelve,
Wilcock is constantly inventing and reinventing a sense of place.
Her work becomes a home to return to. Wilcock's gestural pen and
ink drawings are punctuated with many forms of world-making.
There are figures that become their surroundings (an octo-eyed
head becomes a winding desert road) and those who find a sense
of place within themselves (a girl with a house for a heart, balancing
single-windowed homes from fragile antennae jutting out of her
head). Yet, other figures float in or through empty space, clinging to
one another or alone in fluid motion, shedding their past en route.

Wilcock’s work contains a tension between psychological
escapism and a sense of return. Her subjects find their newest form
in the more peopled world of her lithographic prints. Unlike
Wilcock’s drawings, the monochromatic compositions of these
prints are busier and more complex, as mysterious faces emerge
from the darkness. Doe-eyed faces appear from Wilcock's
subconscious as we are invited to step forth into the artist’s delicate
kingdom.

Emily Wilcock (b. 2001, Brisbane) is a British Australian artist in her
final year studying Fine Art at Camberwell College of Arts. Recent
exhibitions include Peculiar Child, Asylum Chapel, London (2023)
and Half Way, A.P.T. Gallery, London (2022). Delicate Kingdom at
Incubator 23 is Emily Wilcock's first solo exhibition.
